Descrizione del Corso

Il corso si prefigge di aggiornare, in modo multidisciplinare, sulle
lesioni e condizioni potenzialmente maligne del cavo orale, una delle
tematiche piu interessanti e controverse nel campo della oncologia
del distretto oro-maxillo-facciale. L’aspetto epidemiologico, clinico,
classificativo, anatomo-patologico delle stesse verranno affrontati in
maniera critica con un riesame della letteratura internazionale e con
un interesse particolare per il management diagnostico e terapeutico.
I concetti di displasia e neoplasia orale intraepiteliale, i possibili qua-
dri istomorfologici, la microistologia e la citometria di flusso saranno
tematiche cruciali tra le letture di interesse anatomo-patologico. Tra
le lesioni a maggiore impatto epidemiologico saranno particolarmen-
te approfondite la leucoplachia, la sua variante proliferativa, il lichen
planus orale, la displasia lichenoide e le lesioni pigmentate. Tecniche
bioptiche gold standard, nuove tecniche diagnostiche non invasive,
terapia chirurgica, laserterapia e terapia medica versus “wait and
see” concluderanno questo evento formativo rivolto ad Odontoiatri,
Medici Oncologi, Chirurghi Maxillo-Facciali ed Anatomo-Patologi sia
in formazione che gia coinvolti in attivita clinica e di ricerca. L’ag-
giornamento su tematiche concernenti la prevenzione primaria e
secondaria dei tumori del cavo orale rappresenta un passaggio fonda-
mentale per il miglioramento della nostra clinical practice e, quindi,
della oral health care fornita dalle nostre strutture.

LOCATION AND HOUSING

The School is located in the St. John Lateran Basilica, §#
Coliseum quarter, a walking distance from the centre
of historic Rome.

The Domus Sessoriana is a first-class hotel located on the slopes of the Esquiline
Hill, in one win% of the Monastery of the Basilica of Santa Croce in Gerusalemme, a
short distance from the Coliseum and the St. John Lateran Basilica. This hotel is
infused with 2000 years of history and some of the city’s oldest ruins can be viewed
from the hotel terrace.

Accommodation is in a single room basis with a limited number of twin rooms
available on a first-come first-served basis. Each room has traditional tiled floors
and furnishings, bathrooms with showers, air conditioning, satellite TV, safe and
internet access. Some of the rooms are part of the ancient structure, while others
on the top floor have rooftop view over Rome and the monastery. In addition to the
rooms in the Domus Sessoriana, some participants may be housed in local hotels,
depending upon the size of the group

HOW TO GET TO THE SCHOOL

By plane:

Leonardo da Vinci Fiumicino Airport: board the “Leonardo” train (departure every
30 min.) to the “Termini” central rail station in Rome.

Take Metro A direction Anagnina. Get off at San Giovanni, then on foot to the Piazza
Santa Croce in Gerusalemme (500 m). Alternatively, from the Termini station take

Bus N.° 649 getting off at the bus stop in Via Santa Croce in Gerusalemme.

By train:

From the Roma Termini station, take Metro A, direction Anagnina. Get off at San
Giovanni; then walk on foot to the Piazza Santa Croce in Gerusalemme (500 m).
Alternatively, from the Termini station take Bus N.° 649 getting off at the bus stop
in Via Santa Croce in Gerusalemme.

By car:

From the ring-road motorway, GRA (Grande Raccordo Anulare), you have two
choices:

Exit 14, take the “tangenziale” highway alongside motorway, direction San Giovanni
to its end. At the traffic light, turn right. After passing the Roman arch, Santa Croce
in Gerusalemme is on your right.

Exit 27, take Via Cristoforo Colombo and follow it to its end; pass the Roman Arch
and reach the Baths of Caracalla.

Pass the church of San Giovanni in Laterano, take Viale Carlo Felice to Santa Croce
in Gerusalemme.



REGISTRATION FEE

Advanced registration is encouraged as courses are limited to a total of
50 participants. The registration fee includes participation to the classes,
educational material and a group photo. The registration fee varies from
course to course; the registration fee will be reduced for participants
who register 60 days before course commencement, for members of the
European Society of Medical Oncology (ESMO), for residents and Ph.D.
students in oncology or oncology-related disciplines.

SCHOLARSHIP

A limited number of scholarships is made available to candidates who are 30
years of age or younger. The school may grant a full or a partial scholarship.
To apply for a scholarship, please send a brief curriculum vitae and/or a
letter of presentation from an authorised officer at the institute of your
affiliation. Scholarship applications will only be considered if they reach
the School secretariat at least 70 days before the commencement of the
course. Successful applicants will receive an offer of scholarship from the
school approx. 60 days before commencement of the course. Please note
that acceptance of the scholarship is subject to your commitment to come
to Rome to attend the course.

Your acceptance and consequent NON-attendance will prevent another
applicant who may not have been as fortunate as yourself, from benefiting
from your unused scholarship opportunity.

ACCREDITATION

All course programs will be submitted for accreditation to the ESMO
Educational Committee (for courses conducted in English) or to the Italian
Ministry of Health (Ministero della Salute) for ECM (Continuing Medical
Education) credits.

Upon completion of the courses, participants will receive a certificate of
attendance including an indication of the number of credit awarded.

LANGUAGE

Most courses will be conducted in English; therefore a good command of the
English language is necessary.
